
How to get there:
•Go to SJCPL’s website (http://www.libraryforlife.org/)
•Click on Research Resources
•Click on General Resources
•If you are:

–Inside the library: click on CQ Researcher 
  to go right into the database
–Outside the library: you must enter your library 
  card number to get into CQ Researcher

To do a basic search:
•Click inside the Quick Search box and type a keyword 
  for what you’re looking for information about (i.e. 
  “stem cells”)

Use this database to find:
1. Objective reports about topics in the news.
2. Pros and cons of a controversial issue.
3. Events in politics, health, international affairs, 

education, the environment, technology, or the economy.

To do an advanced search:
• Click on Advanced Search under the Quick
  Search box
• Choose whether to search by Keyword,
  Report Titles, or Topics; then type your
  search terms in the box
• Limit by date range or section of report (this
  is especially helpful when working on a
  persuasive argument for a controversial topic)
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For a major current topic, such as abortion or drugs,
the quickest search may be to Browse by Topic.  
Just click on the link, then select your topic from 
the alphabetical list provided.  

CQ Researcher answers questions like:
1. Where do I find information on identity theft?
2. How do I get information about the right to die issue?
3. Where can I find out about the USA Patriot Act?
